Life In America

August 26, 2004 was a spe-
cial day for me. That was the day
my family and I arrived in the
United States from Kenya.

I go to school in Baltimore,
Maryland. Northwestern High
School was my first school in the
United States, but | did not speak
English well enough when I got
there. The students were making
fun of my English and my tradi-
tional dress in school and on the
bus. I went to school the next day
and tried my best to explain to my
ESL (English Second Language)
teacher that it was hard for me to
say what I had to say. | felt sorry
for myself; | felt that if | could
speak the language better nobody
would say anything about how |
was dressing.

| started studying hard for
my ESL class, and | was getting
better. Northwestern High School
was far from my house, and | had
to wake up at 5:40am and catch
three different buses to get to
school by 7: 45am. Then | trans-
ferred to another school (South-
western High School) where | had
to take two buses and walk another
six minutes to get to school.

One morning | woke up late
and had to walk to school because I

missed the second bus. While | was
walking, | passed a red car which |
found out later was stolen. A Balti-
more County policeman saw me
walking by the car, and he called
the city police to tell them that “the
person who stole the car is here.”
The city policeman was in the mid-
dle of the road driving, and he
turned his car very quickly. But, I
was not paying attention because |
didn’t know what was going on.
He didn’t say anything; he just
threw me forward hard onto the
ground. My head hit the sidewalk.
My mouth was bleeding, and I lost
my tooth. | also lost some of my
memory.

The officer put me in hand-
cuffs and checked my pockets, but
all he found was a student bus
ticket, my house key, and school
[.D. Intwo minutes a lot of cops
came, including the county officer
who had called the city police. The
county officer came right up to me
and freed my hands. He took me to
his car and gave me some tissues to
dry the blood on my lips. He asked
me, “Where are you coming from
and where are you going?” | told
him I was coming from my house
and was on my way to school.
Then he asked, “Do you know why
the officer stopped you?” | said,
“No Sir.” He told me that someone
had stolen a car and he thought it

was me, but it wasn’t. He told me
he was sorry about what had hap-
pened and told me to go to school.
I thanked him for saying he was
sorry, but he hadn’t done anything.
I don’t know why the officer didn’t
say, “STOP!” | knew the word
stop, even though I didn’t speak
the language very well. I asked him
why the other officer hadn’t apolo-
gized, and he said that the officer
was mad because he wasn’t sup-
posed to be at work that day; the
person whose turn it was didn’t
come to work because of emer-
gency problems. So they replaced
him with this officer, and that is
what happens when you work
while you are mad.

After our conversation |
asked him if I could call my par-
ents. He said, “Of course,” and
took me to school where | could
call. Before we got to school we
went to a gas station, and he
bought me a bottle of Pepsi and
some ice to stop the blood coming
out of my mouth. When we got to
school, all the international stu-
dents who were in the ESL class at
that time covered their eyes be-
cause they saw a lot of blood on
my clothes and thought | was in
trouble. My teacher asked me what
had happened and the officer told
her. I used my teacher’s phone to
call my parents.

Then my parents called a
lady who lives in Baltimore and is
also from my country who has
been here for a long time and
whose husband is a lawyer. She
came to the school and met us at
the ESL class. The county officer
asked me to show him what had
happened. | showed him exactly
what had happened. He gave us his
name, number, and where we could
reach him if we needed to. He also
gave her the city officer’s informa-
tion. My parents and | let the lady
and her husband handle the case.

| wouldn’t steal a car or en-
gage in other criminal activity. |
left my country because of a civil
war and lack of educational oppor-
tunity. | have a big family to look
after. I have four siblings in the
U.S now. I don’t want to end up in
jail. My father is 74 years old, and
my mother is 43 years old. My fa-
ther is too old to work; he can’t
even dress well like he used to.
My mother and my elder brother
are the only people working in the
family. She has told me to go to
school, get a good job and stay out
of trouble. She was right. I'm
going to improve my English and
my education, so | can make her
dream, and mine come true.

The Lab Rats participate
In an annual contest/program
called FIRST, which stands for

Also,
they said their math, science,
and engineering skills im-
proved drastically.

They discussed their fu-
ture goals and each Lab Rat
had plans to pursue careers in
engineering. Some of the new
Lab Rats on the team this year
have not had any experience in

fit them academically in some
way.

Everyone on the team
worked together on this proj-
ect, each having different jobs
to complete.
